The recent good rains have exposed a couple of areas that require urgent attention before we loose our two
main straights. There are a couple of spots where the drainage is washing away and beginning to under-
mine the ground beside the track. Richard Harris has organised a digger to open up the holes, and he and
Chris Michell are going to need some volunteers to help repair the drains—properly. Check with Chris for
Saturday and Monday (lucky we have a long weekend) times for these activities.

We also have some poly pipe that needs repair or replacing, so that we can keep the tank that feeds the toi-
let supplied with water. Some of the poly pipe is too light, and keeps bursting.

We also need to rebuild the safety barriers off the bottom hair-pin. This will be essential before the Rotax
and Gladiators descend upon us in July
